In Wisconsin it was one of
two varieties having the highest animal intake over a 3-
year period. In Northern CA in 2007, KoldKing was ranked
#1 for ground cover and #2 for forage yield. In Ohio it was
one of only three orchardgrass varieties receiving a
superior score over 3 years of trials. In cold Eastern OR
over a 3-year period, KoldKing was #1 out of 16 varieties.
